Article 1 – The  « Prix Carpeaux », international ballet competition is organised by the Ballet academy « La Renaissance » under the patronage of the French ministry of the arts and the « Conseil Régional » and the City Council of Valenciennes.
The aim of this competition is to encourage and develop new bonds and international exchanges between young dancers

Article 2 – JURY

The members are highly respected figures of the dance world.

Article 3 – CONDITIONS OF REGISTRATION: 6 DIVISIONS

The participants will be divided into six groups according to their ages

There will be two sections, male and female dancers in each division

PREPARATOIRE : Age : 9 and10  

ESPOIR : Age : 11 and 12 

ETUDE : Age  13 and 14  

SUPERIEUR : Age 15 and 16 

EXCELLENCE : Age : 17 and 18  

PREPROFESSIONNEL : Age : 19 and 20 

PROFESSIONNEL : Age 21 to 25

 Article 5- MUSIC
Each participant must bring a CD of their own music clearly marked with name, category, division, first selection or finals.Bring a back up CD.

Article 6– DRESS CODE

Female dancers: leotard (no sleeves), pink tights, skirts is allowed only for the variation.
 Male dancers:  White T-shirt or shirt, grey or black tights
    Props and accessories are not allowed except for repertoire excerpts performances.
    Only the Excellence, Preprofessionnel and Professionnel divisions are required to wear a costume for their variation
    Article 7 –COMPETITION PROCEDURE
